As the Swedish invasion gathers pace and amid fantastic press write ups for their new album, MANDO DIAO release a new single.  Inspired by a homeless man in Stockholm, who lives in a street in the financial district where most of the rich kids hang out, new single ‘Herr Horst’, is released on 2nd July on Nettwerk.
With The Sounds, Peter, Bjorn & John and Robyn all casting a spotlight on the Swedish music scene, MANDO DIAO can count the most success throughout the rest of Europe as testament to their talents.  On release of their new album, Ode To Ochrasy, the band hit the No.1 spot in Austria, No.3 in Germany and Top 5 in Sweden and Switzerland.  They have just confirmed three headline outdoor shows in Germany this year – Dresden, Berlin and Hamburg – from June 5th – 7th with Dirty Pretty Things and The Sounds supporting.  The band met Dirty Pretty Things in the UK late last year, when they provided main support to Carl Barat & Co on their December UK tour.  Mando Diao are also confirmed to headline at the legendary Rock Am Ring Festival in Germany.

Proving their sound works beyond European tastes, MANDO DIAO are currently finding a home Stateside, where the new album is getting great reviews and press support.  Already featured by the likes of Nylon and GQ, and frontpage news on Myspace USA, the band embark on a US promo schedule which promises to make their mark.  The band recently scored No.1 on the Specialty Radio Chart with ‘Long Before Rock N Roll’ taken from the new album.
They look set to be one of the major European breakthroughs in the US this year, making their first primetime TV performance on the Conan O’Brien Show on 25th May in New York City.
Mando Diao have been confirmed to perform on Sunday 29th April at the Coachella Festival, on the same day as Lily Allen, CSS and The Klaxons, and making their way onto a bill as competitive to get on as Glastonbury, and every bit as prolific across the Atlantic.

After a sold out performance at Kings College London in March, and a phenomenal run of nine back-to-back shows at SXSW including the official parties for the Village Voice, Filter and Nylon, the band return to the UK after filming Conan, to perform at the Mean Fiddler on May 30th.  
Sonically as varied as they are energetic, it’s lyrically that Mando Diao have been most noted, with songs inspired by as wide a range of oddballs as you’ll get on record.  Terrorists, ice hockey stars, drug-fucked barflys, local gangsters and the tambourine-playing vagrant of the new single all play their part, of which co-songwriter Gustaf Norén says “It’s more interesting to find how a guy fucked his life up than how a guy got so successful”.
